SUBJECT: Nalgene Reusable Bottles

Recommendation
Authorize City Manager to execute attached resolution to enter into a Service Agreement with
Nalgene for a Reusable Water Bottle Initiative

Fiscal Impact
There is no adverse fiscal impact for entering into this service agreement. On the contrary, the

City has the opportunity to sell the donated reusable water bottles, with all proceeds going to
help fund the sustainability effort.

Council Goal(s)
Conserve natural resources and protect the environment.

Background and Analysis

The Nalge Nunc International Corporation (Nalgene) contacted city of Davis officials after the
Council passed its October 2007 resolution banning city purchase of individual serving size
water bottles. Nalgene makes reusable water bottles and has initiated programs such as Refill
Not Landfill™ to reduce the use of disposable water bottles. Both Nalgene and the city of Davis
share a goal of reducing the use of single serving sizes of bottled water and desire to increase
public awareness of alternatives that minimize waste, cost, and impacts on the environment.

Nalgene offered to donate reusable water bottles to the organization for City employees. The
City can either give away or sell additional bottles in order to further sustainability efforts. Any
proceeds from sale of bottles must go to help fund sustainability activities in the city. This
partnership will serve as a model for other communities.

To do this, Nalgene and the City wish to enter into an agreement to promote the use of re-fillable
water bottles in Davis through the Nalgene-City of Davis Reusable Water Bottle Initiative.

In return for the donation of the water bottles, Nalgene will highlight Davis in press materials
and outreach. (All press materials will be reviewed by both parties and agreed upon prior to
release.) The City must also agree not to enter into a similar water bottle agreement with another
company for the duration of the agreement (twelve months or with sixty days notice by either

party.

The agreement is attached for Council review. Staff recommends that Council pass the attached
resolution to support the initiative and authorize the City Manager to execute the service
agreement.

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE CITY MANAGER TO IMPLEMENT NALGENE-CITY
OF DAVIS REUSABLE WATER BOTTLE INITIATIVE

WHEREAS, in October 2007, the City Council passed a resolution adopting restrictions on the
purchase and use of single serving sizes of bottled water in its effort to reduce waste and address
greenhouse gas emissions; and

WHEREAS, Nalgene has initiated programs such as Refill not Landfill to reduce the use of
disposable water bottles; and

WHEREAS, the City and Nalgene share a goal of reducing the use of single serving sizes of bottled
water and desire to increase public awareness of alternatives that minimize waste, cost, and impacts
on the environment; and

WHEREAS, to achieve this shared goal, raise public awareness and provide a model for other
communities, the City and Nalgene wish to enter into an agreement to promote the use of re-fillable
water bottles in the Davis community through the Nalgene-City of Davis Reusable Water Bottle
Initiative (“Initiative”).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Davis supports the
Nalgene-City of Davis Reusable Water Bottle Initiative; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the City Manager to execute any
documents necessary to implement the Initiative.

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Nalgene-City of Davis Reusable Water Bottle Initiative
Service Agreement

This Service Agreement (“Agreement”) is made on June , 2008, between Nalge Nunc
International Corporation, a Delaware Corporation (“Nalgene”) and wholly owned
subsidiary of Thermo Fisher Scientific Inc., and the City of Davis, a municipal corporation of the
State of California (“City”).

Recitals

(a) On October 23, 2007, the City adopted restrictions on the purchase and use of single
serving sizes of bottled water as part of its overall efforts to reduce waste and
greenhouse gas emissions associated with the production, shipping and recycling of
single servings of bottled water.

(b)  Nalgene has initiated programs such as Refill Not Landfill™ and Filter for Good™ to
reduce the use of disposable water bottles.

(c) The City and Nalgene share a goal of reducing the use of single serving sizes of
bottled water and desire to increase public awareness of alternatives that minimize
waste, cost, and impacts on the environment.

(d) To achieve this shared goal, raise public awareness, and provide a model for other
communities, the City and Nalgene wish to enter into an agreement to promote the
use of re-fillable water bottles in the Davis community through the Nalgene-City of
Davis Reusable Water Bottle Initiative (the “Initiative”).

Agreement
The City and Nalgene hereby agree to the following terms regarding the Initiative:
Nalgene will provide the following:

1. Bottles. Nalgene will donate 1,100 twenty-four ounce (24 oz.) Tritan bottles, made from
a BPA-free plastic, to the City. Fifty percent (50%) of the bottles shall be dedicated for
distribution to City employees. At the City’s sole discretion, up to fifty percent (50%) of
the bottles may be used to promote and support the City’s greenhouse gas emissions
reduction/community sustainability programs through sale or free giveaway. If sold, all
proceeds shall be used to support the City’s greenhouse gas emissions
reduction/community sustainability programs.

2. Purchase of additional bottles. Nalgene will provide discounted pricing for any and all
additional bottle purchases made by the City while this Agreement is in effect as shown

below. Nalgene’s standard product warranty and terms and conditions of sale shall
apply. Cost of additional bottles (per unit) shall be:
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a. 22 oz ATB, Natural $3.09
b. 12 oz ATB, Natural $2.35
c. 32 o0z HDPE $2.69
d.

24 oz. Tritan, BPA-Free $3.75
The City will provide the following:

3. Exclusive agreement. Nalgene will be the sole bottle supplier for this program. The City
will not partner or mirror this initiative/partnership with another bottle supplier during the
term of this Agreement.

4. Acknowledgement that City officials and/or staff members may be asked to speak about
the pilot program for the City as part of its overall program to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions and promote community sustainability. The willingness to speak about the
pilot program will be at the discretion of each individual elected official, the City
Manager, or the City Manager's designees.

General

5. Public outreach. City agrees that Nalgene may promote the Initiative/partnership both
locally and nationally through print and broadcast communications. Consistent with
section four (4) above, City officials and staff may be asked, but are not obligated to
speak on behalf of the Initiative. All media lists and press materials will be shared with
both parties for mutual approval.

6. Term. Unless extended pursuant to written consent by both parties, this Agreement shall
expire twelve (12) months from the date of execution. The City and Nalgene agree to
assess the initiative six (6) months from the date of execution and make any changes
agreed to in writing by both parties.

7. Termination. Either party may terminate the Agreement with 60 days written notice to
the other party. Upon termination, the City shall return all undistributed bottles to
Nalgene as of the date of the written notice but would be under no obligation to return to
or reimburse Nalgene for the bottles already distributed and Nalgene shall discontinue
future references to the City in its promotional programs and materials but would be
under no obligation to recall materials already distributed. Both parties shall agree in
writing to any other changes to the agreement.
