from Predators 

Coexisting with urban wildlife… 

 Secure chickens in a predator proof coop 
every night. 

 Use a spring loaded clasp to secure the 
coop door. 

 Use ¼” hardware cloth in your coop 
design. “Chicken wire” does not stop 
predators. 

 Line the bottom of the coop with ply-
wood or hardware cloth. 

 Prevent predators from digging under the 
coop walls by elevating the coop or 
burying 12” of hardware cloth around the 
base of the coop.
