AMERICAN RED CROSS 
LIFEGUARD TRAINING 

15+ years, Community Pool Building & Arroyo 

The purpose of this course is to provide students with the knowledge and skills to prevent,
recognize and respond to aquatic emergencies and to provide care for breathing and cardiac
emergencies, injuries and sudden illnesses until emergency medical services (EMS) personnel take
over. Participants must attend all scheduled sessions and pass the skills/written tests in order to
receive certifications. This course will be held at two different locations, participants are responsible
for their own transportation and will be given appropriate time to move between Community and
Arroyo Parks during their lunch time. Payment of the course fee does not guarantee certification.  

Prerequisite skills: 
Minimum age of 15 by the last day of your course
Swim 150 yards using the front crawl or breaststroke and tread water for two minutes using
only the legs and then swim 50 yards
Swim 20 yards and retrieve a 10-pound brick and swim it back to the wall (timed event) 

The prerequisite skills evaluation will occur on the first day of the course. If participants do not pass
the skills evaluation, they will not be able to continue with the course. Upon successful completion
of course requirements, participants will receive the following certifications: 

Lifeguarding/First Aid/CPR/AED: two years
First Aid for Public Safety Personnel: two years
