Public Comments for the Arts Guidelines 
WHAT:	Arts Alliance Davis encourages local artists and arts organizations to share updates, achievements, and gratitude at City Council meetings.
During Public Comment, any member of the public may address the City Council. Speakers will be asked to line up at the podium, state their name, and then share something about the arts for up to 2 minutes.
WHY: 		Our goals are:
1. To bring the arts front of mind for the City Council as they work to update the City's General Plan, and approve annual funding.
2. To affirm--and foster--the city's commitment to arts and culture as a wellspring of health and happiness for our community.
3. To share good news with the Council, as they typically hear complaints or concerns. 
4. To thank City Council for supporting the Arts — especially if you have received an Arts & Cultural Affairs Fund grant from the City.

WHEN: 	First and third Tuesday of the month; City Council meetings begin at 6:30pm. Here is the schedule.


WHERE:	Community Chambers at City Hall, 23 Russell Boulevard


SCRIPT: 	Begin your comment with your name, affiliation, and that you’re speaking as a member of the local arts community, i.e., “My name is Oona Hatton, I’m the co-artistic director of Davis Repertory Theatre, and I’m here as a member of the local Arts sector.”

	Keep your comment concise, positive, and specific! We also encourage brief artistic demos, including music, showing of artifacts, etc. (keeping in mind the time limit). Photos/slides are not recommended.

Time limit: Typically folks are given two minutes to speak, which is a little less than one typed page, double-spaced. If you have a lot to say, consider bringing two people! If it is a very busy night, the council might decide to limit comment to 90 seconds. 

After sharing your update, please end by thanking the City Council for their support of the arts!
